Processing purposes
KB Air Museum processes your personal data for the following purposes and legal grounds:


Participation in the activities of the non-profit organization (legal basis: necessary for the 
implementation of an agreement);


To obtain the compulsory civil liability insurance (Legal obligation of the non-profit 
organization) (Article 6 of the Act on the rights of volunteers);

Sending newsletters and invitations (legal basis: the data subject gives permission);

For the purposes mentioned above we can process the following personal data:


Personal identity data: name, first name, address, telephone number, e-mail;


Personal characteristics: gender, date of birth, place of birth, nationality.

Insofar the processing of the personal data takes place on the basis of the consent of the data subject, he always has the right to withdraw the consent given. Such withdrawal shall not affect the lawfulness of the processing on the basis of the consent before it is withdrawn.

We only process personal data for previous purposes.

Transfer to third parties

We do not use a third party.

KB Air Museum guarantees that third parties will take the necessary technical and organizational measures to protect the personal data.

Furthermore, we will not pass on the provided data to third parties, unless this is legally required and permitted.

In addition, we may share personal data with third parties if the data subject gives us permission to do so.

Personal data will not be transferred to a country outside the European Economic Area.
Minors

KB Air Museum only processes personal data of minors (persons younger than 16 years) after the written permission of a parent or legal representative.

Storage period

The personal data will be stored for the period necessary to comply with the legal requirements. The personal data will be stored at the request of the department of defense.

Right of access, correction, erasure, restriction, objection and transferability of personal data
The data subject has the right to inspect his personal data at all times and can have them corrected if they are incorrect or incomplete, have them removed, have their processing be restricted and can object to the processing of his or her personal data.

In addition, the data subject has the right to obtain a copy of his personal data (in a structured, accepted and machine-readable form) or to request the transfer of the personal data to a third party. In these cases we will ask the persons concerned to identify themselves before complying with the request.

Complaints
